New to this edition is Carol Shea, who kindly responded our request for someone to write a
regular gardening article, what is happening in the garden and what should we be doing at
this time of the year? Carol also offered to write an article on dishes to make with the ex-
cess summer produce. One of the problems with gardening is planning when produce is
ready and coping with everything ripening at the same time.

On the home front our hens are back laying but our old Cherry Valley duck hasn’t started
laying this year. She has now reached the stage where she is a pet who quacks when she
hears the car and grumbles when she is put to bed. Still trying to find a Cayuga wife for the
drake but he seems quite happy with the situation as it is.

We have had some bad luck with the Peking bantams hatching chicks. Usually they sit solid
for three weeks but two of them gave up before chicks hatched. | think the weather may
have had something to do with it.

The garden has delivered well but veg have gone to seed very quickly. In the greenhouse
we have two mini cucumber plants that are delivering well, and it looks like a good crop of
tomatoes are on the way. On the fruit trees the plums and apples look good, the raspberries
have delivered well, but the gooseberries don’t seem as plentiful this year. This week we
emptied out our first container of new potatoes. With the lack of rain the crop was disap-
pointing, but there is something special about home-grown new potatoes

On a sad note we lost our retired greyhound, Izzy. She was twelve and adopted from the
Greyhound Trust in Sheffield. She was being treated for pancreatitis, we were winning, and
she was putting weight back on. Izzy was playing with the younger dog "Bryn" in the garden
and appears to have had a heart attack. A shock but nice that she went playing with her
best friend. I1zzy ran under the name "Rockmount Fizz" and had 72 races before she retired
aged four.

Bryn was lost without 1zzy so we have adopted another four-year-old, retired greyhound,

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Farming Update

Summer edition — has summer been and gone? | hope not — what a spell we had in May this
year! | don’t know if you can recall May last year when we were behind with a lot of planting/
sowing in our pumpkin patch and market garden, that certainly was not an issue this year! In
fact, we found ourselves needing to irrigate a lot to keep everything happy. Pumpkins are
looking great, and we have a new hive at the farm which Brawliemuir honey are trialling to
see how the bees like life at Westerton. The cereals didn’t like the dry spell much and it will
have impacted their yield this year — water is pretty important at those early growth stages
and it wasn’t nearly enough. | think we would all be happy with a wee sump of rain between
midnight and 4am each night?! The grass is in impressive condition given the dry May and
the tatties are doing ok too — we are lucky in dry years we have clay/heavier soils and thy
retain moisture much better than the sandy/loamy ones. The Mearns is starting to look like a
patch work quilt with all the crops at different stages — showing the diversity of growing in the
area.
The tunnels are bountiful at the moment with salads, herbs, peas, beetroot, salad tatties,
spring onions, chard and outside has seen the start of courgette harvest, kale and some
beetroot. As we mentioned in the last newsletter we have started serving salads on our
menu now with our own produce — they have been a big hit! We have recently advertised for
a chef position at the farm too, we are going to delivering some new menu items, more
feasts and pop up dining options as well as some more home baked goodies in the shop.
Whilst we are on the theme of feasts — we won an award! How exciting! We were recognised
at the North East of Scotland Food and Drink awards for our long table feast which we held
in September 24. The judges said they were very impressed with the story behind the food,
local collaborations and focus on provenance. There will be another feast coming up in
2025, and hopefully many more opportunities to dine at Westerton.
The Animals are all doing great — we have 13 chickens now and in April we got 5 chicks who
are growing like weeds and nearly ready to join the rest of the flock. Our two alpacas are
doing well with their halter training, and getting much braver at coming to eat out of our
hands. We have a start at the farm too — Christina. She started working with us in May and
we are all loving her enthusiasm, ideas and energy! Welcome to the madhouse Christinal
Christina has really elevated our animal experience options which are now bookable online,
and have been really popular so far. They allow you to come and get up close to all our ani-
mals, learn how to feed and care for them, collect eggs and walk our alpacas. We have also
been running some empowerability sessions with local charity Oakley ASN — these have
been run alongside Mearns Academy as a trial and have gone so well, exceeding all expec-
tations. We love working so closely with Oakley and are excited to keep building on this pro-
ject.
We had a great team day out recently to Fettercairn Distillery where Claire took us round
and told us all about the history behind Fettercairn and its whisky — such a fascinating tour
and we all learned a lot about the processes used. You'll remember me talking before about
our special relationship with Fettercairn and their 200 club — hopefully some more exciting
news on the front in the future. After our tour we went along to Edzell for lunch at Sinclairs —
we were very well looked after and had a delicious lunch. It was great for the whole team to
be together as it doesn’t happen very often. We are away to start the school holidays here
which always means the team pulling together to cover shifts etc — we are so lucky to have
such an accommodating and helpful bunch working with us.

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Update from Andrew Bowie MP

It has been a busy term at Parliament, during which | have been
pleased to speak up in support of oil and gas workers who have
contributed, and continue to contribute, so much to our country
and region.

The announced job losses in the industry are incredibly concern-
ing and the UK Government need to change course. They need
to remove the EPL as soon as possible and get rid of their bans on licences.

They are making it significantly harder for UK-based businesses to operate, whilst they hap-
pily watch imports from other countries rise. This is worse for our finances, worse for our
environment, and — importantly — worse for our workforce here in Aberdeenshire.

Crucially, it also puts us in a weaker position to invest and compete in the technologies of
the future.

| have also been holding the UK Government to account on the closure of oil refineries, in-
cluding Grangemouth and Prax Lindsey, visiting both and raising Urgent Questions in the
Chamber. The UK used to have over 20 oil refineries, soon that number could become as
low as 4.

Labour were elected on a promise to reduce bills by £300, yet they are getter higher. Mean-
while, they are also hiking everyone’s taxes and forgoing £20 billion in tax receipts by
forcefully shutting down the North Sea.

The cost of sacrificing rural Britain at the altar of net zero as soon as possible is set to cost
the taxpayer an eye-watering £800 billion by 2050. We need a more managed transition
with a pragmatic outlook, where value for money and our countryside are more fairly priori-
tised.

| have been pleased to hold meetings with OEUK and businesses to work towards pragmat-
ic solutions and to speak up for these at Parliament.

While Parliament is on recess, | am looking forward to conducting a surgery tour including
Laurencekirk, Fettercairn and Auchenblae. However, as always, please do not hesitate to
contact me at any time.

OUMMEK
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Using Your Summer Produce.

In the vegetable (and fruit/herb) garden the main tasks are to keep watering, keep watch
for pests, keep harvesting and enjoying.

But | know that sometimes a glut is as hard to deal with as too little, and the vagaries of
our weather means there could be one or the other.

Freezing is brilliant if you have the space. Or making jams and chutney’s, especially
for fruits including tomatoes.

But if you're over run with cauliflower, peas, lettuce, courgettes for example, here are
a few ideas.

Cauliflower. Soup with cheese and mustard. Cut a small head of cauliflower
into florets. Save a couple for garnish (these are nice roasted in oven with
olive oil spray or dry fried). Put rest in pan with milk, bring to boil and sim-
mer until tender. Mash together a teaspoon of flour and warm butter to an
uncooked roux which can be gradually stirred in to thicken. Add a dollop
of mustard (English is best but Dijon ok). Blend. Then add a handful (or
three!) of grated cheese: Cheddar, gruyere, comte, parmesan — all good or
mix of whatever you have — though mozzarella will change the texture.
Melt through. Serve with the cauliflower garnish or garlic croutons. Enjoy.
NB. If you have mustard seeds, frying a teaspoon in butter before the cau-
lifflower and milk is nice).

Courgettes and Peas with lettuce. The French way. Ooh la la. Chop and
lightly fry a couple of spring onions in a little butter or olive oil, chop cour-
gette into small cubes, add and cook until just softening, then a cupful or
so of peas, a small amount (100ml or so) of stock. Bring to boil. Simmer
for 2 mins, then add shredded lettuce, seasoning. Warm through. Nice
with a tablespoon of créme fraiche or quark stirred through, and a little
mint at the end. Serve as an accompaniment to grilled fish or chops. It
shouldn’t be soupy, but best served in bowl not plate.

Pea puree. Pour boiling water over peas for 2-4 mins. Drain. Season. Add
some grated parmesan, lemon rind/juice and extra virgin olive oil, blend
until smooth. Mint can be added to. And as with the previous example, a
little creme fraiche or quark or plain Greek yoghurt added for creaminess.
A lovely summer fresh dip with vegetables, or on sourdough toast as a
lunch or used like a spread before adding chicken or fish topping. Or
make this and mix with mashed avocado for a zingy and lighter variation of
guacamole. | love this served as a vegetable with fish, but can be a spread

on canapes.

Shadows on the Shore: The Smuggling Legacy of the Mearns Coast and
the clandestine role of Auchinblae.

Research By Keith Ridgway and Members of the Auchenblae Heritage Society

The Mearns coast, with its jagged cliffs, secluded coves, and winding inland tracks, has
long been a place of natural beauty—and secretive enterprise. In the 18th and early 19th
centuries, this stretch of the North Sea coastline was a hotbed of smuggling activity, where
contraband flowed as freely as the tides.

A Coast Made for Concealment

From the fishing villages of Johnshaven and Gourdon to the rocky shores of St Cyrus, the
geography of the Mearns was ideal for smugglers. Hidden caves and narrow inlets provid-
ed perfect landing spots for small boats arriving under cover of darkness, often laden with
brandy, gin, tea, tobacco, and fine textiles from the Low Countries and France.

Johnshaven, in particular, has a rich oral tradition of smuggling. Local tales speak of tun-
nels beneath cottages and cellars used to hide barrels of spirits. The Benholm and
Johnshaven Heritage Society has preserved stories like that of “Johnner Jack,” a legend-
ary figure said to have outwitted excisemen with clever disguises and local knowledge.

Johnner Jack is the creation of local musician and storyteller Andy Shanks (https://
www.andyshanks.co.uk/johnner-jack), brought to life through Tales from the Smugglers’
Coast—a multimedia celebration of fishing communities such as Johnshaven. Through
music, video, and live performance, Jack channels the grit, humour, and resilience of
coastal folk facing the slow fade of traditional livelihoods.

Inland Routes and Auchinblae’s Role

Though Auchenblae lies several miles inland, it was not untouched by this underground
trade. Smuggled goods were often transported by packhorse along old drovers’ roads and
forest tracks, passing through the Howe of the Mearns en route to Aberdeen or Dundee.
Inns and farmsteads in and around Auchenblae may have served as temporary storage
points or safe houses.

The village’s proximity to the old Cairn 0’ Mount road—a historic route over the Grampi-
ans—made it a strategic waypoint for smugglers moving goods northward. Oral histories
suggest that some local residents, knowingly or not, benefited from the trade, whether
through cheaper goods or quiet bribes.

Dr. Fiona MacRae, a historian of rural Scottish trade, notes: “The Cairn 0’ Mount Road was
a key artery for moving goods inland. Villages like Auchenblae were part of a wider net-
work that helped distribute contraband discreetly and efficiently.”

Secrets Beneath the Kirk

Although Auchenblae Kirk stands as a symbol of faith and community, local folklore hints
at a more clandestine past beneath its foundations. Persistent rumours suggest that the
church—or the land it occupies—may have once served as a hiding place for smuggled
goods.

.
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The current church, built in 1829, is believed to stand atop older religious structures, and
nearby St Palladius’s Chapel, with its now-sealed crypt, has long been the subject of ghost
stories and whispered tales. Some villagers claim that the crypt was once used to conceal
barrels of contraband, hidden among the tombs.

Adding to the intrigue are stories of underground tunnels said to connect the Kirk to other
parts of the village, including the old mill. While no physical evidence has confirmed these
passages, they remain a staple of local legend—passed down through generations as part
of Auchinblae’s shadowy heritage.

Given the village’s strategic location near the Cairn 0’ Mount road and its role in inland
smuggling routes, it is not inconceivable that the church grounds offered a discreet and
trusted location for temporary storage. Whether through sympathetic clergy or unwitting
concealment, the Kirk may have played a quiet role in the region’s smuggling legacy.

Smuggling and Rebellion

Smuggling in Scotland was not just about profit—it was also political. In the early 1700s,
many smugglers were sympathetic to the Jacobite cause. Smuggling was seen as a form
of resistance against English-imposed taxes and customs duties. Some even transported
Jacobite agents and messages across the North Sea to France.

The government responded with increasingly harsh laws. The 1718 Hovering Act banned
small vessels from loitering near the coast, and by the 1730s, smugglers faced transporta-
tion or even execution. Yet enforcement in rural areas like the Mearns was patchy at best.
Local communities often protected their own, and excisemen were viewed with suspicion—
or outright hostility.

The Decline of the Trade

By the mid-19th century, improved policing, the establishment of coastguard stations, and
changes in taxation began to curb smuggling. The romantic era of the “free trader” faded,
but its legacy remains etched in the folklore and geography of the Mearns.

Today, walkers along the cliffs near Johnshaven or the wooded paths near Auchenblae
may pass unknowingly over the very routes once trodden by smugglers. The stories live
on—in whispered legends, in the names of old buildings, and in the quiet pride of a region
that once defied the Crown by moonlight

Early next week (4th onwards) there is the potential for an unseasonably deep area of low
pressure to affect the UK, which would bring widely windy and wet weather, especially for the
west or northwest of the UK. The forecast around this is rather uncertain, however, and it is
also possible that this will turn into a less windy but still wet spell further south. Following
this, a continuation of the broadly changeable pattern is expected, with spells of rain or
showers, some drier, brighter interludes and temperatures mainly near average. As we move
towards mid-month, there is an increased chance of high pressure becoming more dominant,
leading to drier, warmer and more settled conditions becoming more widespread.

High pressure, and therefore fairly settled conditions overall, appears most likely for the sec-
ond half of August, though the northwest may see more in the way of occasional rain than
other areas. For most, predominantly dry weather is likely to continue, although short periods
of showers and thunderstorms cannot be ruled out. Above average temperatures overall
seem most likely, with the potential for hot spells to develop, especially in the east and south,
these more probable further into August.
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
